AND

BELARUSIAN STATE UNIVERSITY OF INFORMATICS AND
RADIOELECTRONICS (hereinafter referred to as “BSUIR”), a specialized
state institution of higher education founded in 1964, whose address is at
6 P. Brovki street, 220013 Minsk, Belarus and shall include its legal

representatives and permitted assigns,of the other part;

UNIMAS and BSUIR hereinafter referred to singularly as “the Party” and

collectively as “the Parties”.

WHEREAS: -

A. UNIMAS is an established University which strives to enhance and
strengthen its research capabilities and has taken various initiatives
to complement its educational excellence. UNIMAS has entered into
various collaborative arrangements with other parties to enhance
research, consultancy and academia. For the purpose of this MoU,
shall be represented by UNIMAS Global. .

B BSUIR strives to cooperate with foreign organizations in the field of

educational, scientific, technical and innovative activities;
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The Parties are desirous of entering into MoU to declare their

respective intentions and to establish a basis of co-operation and

collaboration between the Parties upon the terms as contained

herein.

NOW THEREFORE the Parties hereby have reached an understanding as

follows: -

CLAUSE 1
OBJECTIVE

1Ll The Parties, subject to the terms of this MoU and the laws, rules,

regulations and national policies of their countries, will endeavor to

strengthen, promote and develop collaboration and co-operation on

the basis of equality and mutual benefits.

CLAUSE 2
GENERAL AREAS OF CO-OPERATION

2.1 Engagements shall be carried out, between the Parties through such

activities or programs which include:

a.

Exchange programs for students, lecturers, researchers to

conduct joint research, teaching and support continuing

education;

Collaboration in organizing joint research, traineeships,

inspection and communication program for students, lecturers,

researchers;
Co-operation in international, seminars, conferences, and local

organization survey; and
any other areas of co-operation to be mutually agreed upon by

the Parties.
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2.2 The terms of such mutual assistance and the resources required for
each program and activity that is implemented under the terms of
this MoU shall be mutually discussed and agreed upon in writing by
both Parties prior to the initiation of the particular program or
activity.

2.3 The implementation of specific proposals for organizing co-operation
shall be negotiated on a case-by-case basis and be dependent upon

the availability of resources.

CLAUSE 3
SCHEDULES
3.1  All schedules, if any, shall form part of this MoU and shall be taken,

read, construed as an essential part of this MoU.

CLAUSE 4
DURATION OF THE MoU

4.1  This MoU will come into effect on the date of last signature and will
remain in effect for a period of (5) five years or until terminated by
either Party with (6) six months written notice.

4.2  This MoU may be extended for a further period of (5) five years as
agreed to in writing by the Parties by issuance to the other Party of
a written notice signifying its intention to renew the MoU not less

than (6) six months prior to the Expiry Date.

CLAUSE 5
FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

5.1  This MoU shall not give rise to any financial obligation on the Parties.

5.2 Each Party shall bear its own cost and expenses in the

implementation of this MoU.
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CLAUSE 6
CONFIDENTIALITY

The Parties undertake to observe confidentiality towards other

persons not concerned or connected with this MoU. Any confidential
information disclosed to either Party pursuant to this MoU shall not
without prior written consent of the other Party be disclosed to a
third party or be used for any purpose not expressly permitted in
writing by the other Party.

The provisions specified in Clause 6.1 apply to all information
identified by the Parties as confidential and exchanged in
preliminary discussion and during negotiations relating to matters

within the scope of this MoU.

CLAUSE 7
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
Any difference or dispute between the Parties shall be settled

through negotiations between the Parties.
If the specified disputes and disagreements cannot be settled
through negotiations, they are subject to resolution by judicial

process in accordance with the laws of the defendant's country.

CLAUSE 8
NON - CONTRACTUAL NATURE OF RELATIONSHIP

Save for Clause 8, the Parties agree that this MoU represents the

mutual understanding of the Parties and is not intended nor shall
be deemed to be a contract.

Nothing contained herein shall be construed so as to constitute a
joint venture partnership or formal business organization of any
kind between the Parties or so to constitute either Party as the agent

of the other.
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The Parties acknowledge that this MoU does not in any way give rise
to any right or permission to use or to be associated with each Party’s

intellectual property.

CLAUSE 9

NOTICES
Every notice, request or any other communication required or
permitted to be given pursuant to this MoU shall be in writing and
delivered personally or sent by one of the following methods of
communication: registered or certified post or air mail or courier or
facsimile or e-mail (which shall be acknowledged by the other Party)
to the Parties at their address and facsimile number as stated below:
